UFTON COURT VISIT

10th – 12th or 12th – 14th September 2012
Further to the previous letter and information session I am writing to give you details of payment for the Year 4 topic visit to Ufton Court.

Ufton Court is a beautiful, secure Tudor Manor House on a private estate near Reading.  The children will enjoy 3 days of exciting and educational activities linked to our Tudor topic; combined with some outdoor activities.  These will be:

· Walks around the gardens

· Orienteering and photomapping
· Archery

· Exploring the house

· Tudor Banquet (costumes provided) and entertainment

· Tudor games on the lawn

· Making Tudor posies

· Making a section of Tudor wall

· Drama based on real life events at the house in Tudor times

· Handling genuine Tudor artefacts
· Playtimes on the lawn

· Evening “bat walk”/indoor puzzles and games
The children will ‘sleepover’ for 2 nights in comfortable warm, single-gender bedrooms of 3-10 children with adjacent bathrooms and toilets.  Teachers and support staff will sleep in adjoining rooms.

All Ufton Court staff are fully checked by the Criminal Records Bureau.  Manor will have exclusive residence of the house, but will be connected to the centre manager’s house (on-site) by internal phone.  External doors are secured at night and fire alarms and sprinkler systems are installed.

Children will go with their friends in two groups, the first group from 10th – 12th September and the second group from 12th – 14th September, with Year 4 teachers and support staff (maximum ratio 1 Manor School staff member to 8 pupils).  Children with special needs may be allocated 1:1 support with an additional adult if necessary.
Delicious home-cooked food is served in the house’s dining room 3 times a day and drinks and snacks are served mid-morning, mid-afternoon and in the evening.

This experience CANNOT be matched by anything we can offer at school, so we would like to take ALL Year 4 pupils.  On return to school the children will use their experience to follow up with topic work, creative writing and art throughout September and October.  Last year’s pupils learnt an amazing amount in 2 days – far more than they usually learn in 6 weeks of school work!!
The cost is £115 which is excellent value for the quality of the experience which the children will get.
