Ideas include:

EGYPYIANS: A large, plain adult t-shirt which reaches the knee could be worn with a belt around the
waist to create a unisex tunic. Alternatively, a large white piece of fabric could be wrapped around
to create a toga/kaftan style outfit.

For decoration, gold bangles, arm cuffs and eyeliner could be worn by boys and girls or you could
even make an Egyptian neck collar.
