Please can we outline/ remind you of the following things:  

• If your child is attending the pre-SATs breakfast, please can they arrive via the hall doors, no 

earlier than 8.00 a.m. We are happy to welcome those that have not booked breakfast too, but 

of course can only provide breakfast to those that have pre-ordered.  

• If your child is not attending the pre-SATs breakfast, please be aware that tests will start 

promptly at 9.00 a.m. so please ensure that your child is in school by 8.45 a.m. 

• Children are permitted to bring in a small lucky mascot to sit on their tables whilst they 

complete their tests. This must be no bigger than a water bottle, be able to sit upright unaided 

and fit in the palm of the child’s hand. 

• Children should bring in a water bottle with a sports top every day. 

• Children should wear school uniform on Monday, Tuesday and Thursday and their PE kit on 

Wednesday and Friday, as per usual.
