Geography

Locate the world’s countries, using maps to focus
on North America, concentrating on their
environmental regions, key physical and human
characteristics, countries, and major cities
Understand geographical similarities and
differences through the study of human and
physical geography of a region within North
America

Human geography, including: types of settlement
and land use, economic activity including trade
links, and the distribution of natural resources
including energy, food, minerals and water
Describe and understand key aspects of: physical
geography, including: climate zones, biomes and
vegetation belts, rivers, mountains, volcanoes and
earthquakes,

Begin to suggest questions for investigating
Begin to use primary and secondary sources of
evidence in their investigations.

Investigate places with more emphasis on the
larger scale; contrasting and distant places
Collect and record evidence unaided

Analyse evidence and draw conclusions e.g.
compare historical maps of varying scales e.g.
temperature of various locations - influence on
people/everyday life

USA)

Find/recognise places on maps of different scales.
(E.g. river Mississippi.)

Draw a plan view map with some accuracy.
Identify significant places and environments

Use index and contents page within atlases.

Use medium scale land ranger OS maps.

Explain the benefits and limitations of using different

Describe ways of identifying when online content has
been commercially sponsored or boosted, (e.g. By
commercial companies or by vloggers, content creators,
influencers).

‘stereotypes’ are amplified and reinforced online, and
why accepting ‘stereotypes may influence how people
think about others

Describe how fake news may affect someone’s
emotions and behaviour, and explain why this may be
harmful

Explain what is meant by a ‘hoax'. | can explain why
someone would need to think carefully before they
share

Art

e Work at a larger scale and combine pinch, slab and coil techniques to create an object e.g. pot, tile.
e Plan and design a sculpture/object and choose the tools and ways of working appropriate to the task.
e Explore different ways to finish a piece of work (glaze, paint, polish).

e Confidently and successfully join clay using slip

e Use recycled, natural and manmade materials to create sculptures and successfully join/fix

e Secure work to continue at a later date.

e  Accurately explain meanings of concepts in the
traditions studied.
